Our new Kick-a-Thon program is a fun and exciting activity for kids aged 4-14, with all children reaching for their personal best.  Drinks will be provided.

We hope that each family will participate in the Kick-a-Thon to the best of their ability. If each player raises $20, we will achieve our goal.  We’re hoping to make this Kick-a-Thon the best ever, so the more contributions you raise; the more successful we’ll be at achieving our goal. Thank you very much for your participation! 

Why a Fundraiser?
The Soccer Kick-A-Thon will be on Saturday, September 18, 2010.   All proceeds will be used to help keep registration fees low and to help defray costs associated with running a youth sports program, namely for insurance, field maintenance, uniforms, equipment, supplies, trophies, team registration fees, advertising, referee fees, opening day and end of season banquet expenses.  We also need to purchase 2 new goals for additional fields.    
How It Works:
On Kick-a-Thon day, each player will be given 3 minutes to score as many goals as possible against our volunteer Goalies, there will be a volunteer at each station keeping track of goals scored and making sure all rules are followed. The Kick-A-Thon will be held at Osborne Park. Everyone is invited to come watch and help.

There are two ways to secure pledges:  Sponsor Pledges (or goal Pledges) and Flat Rate Pledges.  Flat rate pledges are due from the sponsor regardless of the participant's goals recorded at the event.  Sponsor pledges (or Per Goal Pledges), will vary based on the number of goals scored, but pledges should be returned to the team's coordinator by Friday, October 1, 2010.
In addition to the Goal contest, there will also be two other opportunities for the players to win individual place medals - Distance Kick and Timed Slalom.  For the Distance Kick, participants will get three kicks.  Players will have one attempt at the Timed Slalom.
There will be five separate age divisions participating:  U6, U8, U10, U12, U14.  All prizes will be presented at the end of season Picnic Awards Program. 
Rules

1. Players may start collecting pledges as soon as they receive the pledge sheets. Reminder: Pledge sheets need to be turned in on Kick-a-Thon day September 18, 2010.

2. Pledges may be made by anyone. However, participants may not ask for pledges from any of the staff members of Willoughby Soccer Club. 

3. Each sponsor making a pledge should write his or her own name, pledge per goal, and maximum pledge. Players may collect the pledge in advance but must keep pledges until all are collected.

4. Upon completion of their Kick-a-Thon turn, players a volunteer will record players’s goal total on their pledge sheet and return it. Players may then collect outstanding pledges. Please return pledge sheets with the money to Willoughby Soccer Club Fundraiser: Heather Carn by October 1, 2010.
5. We will have members of the community volunteering as goalies. We want each player to earn as much as they can, but remember it is only worth it if you win by fair play. Anyone caught trying to cheat will have their pledge sheet pulled and will not be allowed to participate in the Kick-a-Thon. Participants are encouraged to wear hats and sunscreen if it’s sunny or bring rain gear if it’s rainy.
